<Event Summary> Today, hundreds of volunteers throughout the state will join Colorado Trout Unlimited (CTU) in an effort to conserve, protect and restore Colorado’s natural water sources.  A large-scale, coordinated cleanup effort will engage people of all ages to patrol designated river stretches near Boulder, Denver, Durango, Estes Park, Evergreen, Fort Collins, Golden, Gunnison, Lake George, Delta, Longmont, Silverthorne and Salida, removing trash and elevating the health of Colorado’s water sources.  CTU plans the Statewide River Cleanup for the fall season because river flow is generally lower, making access to the rivers and cleanup efforts easier and safer.
